As much as we hate to see it, it is the time of year that the nights get longer, and we have the 
likelihood of frost on the clear mornings. So in November, we will have to move the first starting 
times back to 8:30 weekdays and 8:00 on weekends and holidays. ( We will move it back another 
½ hour in December through February, unless we get a run of exceptionally warm weather. ) 
 
Even with the calendar showing winter approaching, we will still have many great days for golf. 
And with Mike on the course pretty much every day from dawn to dusk, seeding, fertilizing, and 
mowing, the course should be absolutely beautiful through the month. So when the weather is 
playable, our weekly schedule is as follows: 
 
Senior Men – 9:30 Monday, Wednesday, & Friday 
 
Ladies – 9:30 Tuesday and Thursday, 10:00 Saturday 
 
Men’s Pack – 9:30 Saturday  
 
Mixed Pack – 12:45 Sunday ( Time moved up due to shorter evenings ) 
 
Senior Men – 3:00 Tuesday ( 9-holes ) 
 
We will also have a men’s pack at 9:00 on Thanksgiving Day and Thanksgiving Friday. 
 
All of these groups are points vs. quota, and have a $2 entry fee. With all these options, there is no 
reason to put your clubs up this fall and winter. Please sign up at least 30 minutes before the tee 
time so we can get everyone paired and tee off on time. 
 
We will also have tee times blocked off for the 10:30 Monday and Thursday group of senior men 
playing the green tees, with a $5 entry fee.  
 
Please keep in mind that when we do have frost, we will try our best to get you on the course as 
soon as possible, but only when play will not damage the course. Also, when we have a frost 
delay, that also applies to the practice range and especially the putting green. We will let you know 
when it is safe to practice on these. Your patience here is appreciated. 
 
And with the cooler weather, we may cut back on the range mowing schedule. We have moved our 
mowing to Mondays, so call us if you plan to come out and hit some balls on Mondays, as the 
range may be closed for part of the day.

UPCOMING EVENTS 
 
We are quieting down some in November, but we still have an event we hope many of you will 
enjoy. 
 
TURKEY BLITZ CAPTAIN’S CHOICE NOVEMBER 19 and 20 – This year, since we have had 
such great participation in our member events that we often can not accommodate everyone in 
one shotgun start, so we are running this event on two days. We will have our tournament for the 
Thanksgiving turkeys on Saturday, November 19, with a 9:00 tee time, and Sunday, November 20 
with a 12:45 tee time. Each day is a separate event, and you may play in either one or both days. 
 
This tournament will be a two person Captain’s Choice, with a men’s division, a senior men’s, a 
women’s division, and a couples’ division, assuming enough people sign up in each division. You 
will play the normal tees for your age and gender. We will play both gross and net, with everyone 
who plays “winning” a turkey, and gift certificates for the division winners. 
 
The entry fee of $25 plus cart includes the prizes plus lunch.  Please sign up by Wednesday, 
November 16 so we can make sure to have the right number of turkeys available. You may sign up 
as an individual and we will pair you, a two person team, or you may pick your foursome ( two 2-
person teams ). We hope that weather permitting you will all play in this event, which will be a lot of 
fun for everybody involved.  
 
Also, if the weather permits we will have a Ham and Turkey event on Saturday a week before 
Christmas 
 
OUTSIDE EVENTS 
 
There is an outside event which may impact play for some of you. 
 
On Saturday, October 29, there is an outside event that will impact some tee times but not shut 
down the course. We will have the men’s pack at the usual 9:00, but will not schedule a women’s 
pack that day, as many of the women that usually play in the pack will be with me on the Winston 
Salem golf trip. Other than that and the Turkey Blitz, play will be on a normal November schedule 
for the month.  
 



 
WINTER RATES, MEMBER SPECIALS 
 
As in the past, we will have reduced green fees for our guests during the late fall and winter 
months, starting Tuesday, November 1. This winter weekday guest fees will be $23, which includes 
green fees and cart. Groups of 4 or more will play for $20 each. Weekends will be $30 per person, 
but $25 in groups of 4 or more. In November and December we will also sell the “Preferred 
Customer Cards”, which will be $30 individually, but $25 each in quantities of 4 or more. We hope 
you will encourage your friends to come out and enjoy our course, especially when the rates are so 
competitive. 
 
We also have something for you members. As we’re sure all of you already know, we sell “cart 
cards” for members, letting you get 10 rounds of carts for the price of 9. These sold for $126 last 
year, making the cart effectively $12.60 per round instead of the usual $14. Next year we will be 
raising our cart rates to $15 to help offset the much higher cost of gasoline for the carts, with the 
cart cards being sold for $135. But November 1 through the end of the year, you can buy these 
cards for 10 rounds of cart fee for $110, making the cart fee $11 per round with the card. These 
are good any time, so you can buy all you want over the next two months and “ride cheap” all next 
year. Again, this opportunity is good through December 31, so if you want some discounted 
member cart cards make sure to get them this year. 

 
 

GOLF COMMITTEE NOTES 
 
 
The Counts Cup returns to Ivy!  It was only gone for a day.  The 5 other clubs competing with Ivy 
were from Botetourt, Mariners Landing, Winton, London Downs, Falling River and Buena Vista. 
Format for this event is the best 10 scores out of a maximum of 16 players. No handicaps.   
 
Ivy prevailed again with a  “best 10 score” of 764. The scores were closer this year than they have 
been in recent memory. Buena Vista placed second with a 768, London Downs third with 776 and 
Mariners Landing with 778.  
 
Frankie Smith, Sr. was medalist with a solid 67, followed closely by Dick Douthat with a 68.

2011 LYNCHBURG SENIOR GOLF LEAGUE

On October 17th, the Lynchburg Senior Golf League (LSGL) concluded its 2011 golf season with 
an end-of-season scramble and awards luncheon. There were 90 members that enjoyed lunch 
prepared by the pro shop staff that day. The LSGL consists of 122 men age 55 and above from 
Lynchburg and surrounding areas. The league played 2486 rounds at Ivy Hill Golf Club on 31 
Mondays or Tuesdays (on holiday weeks). This number does not include the makeup matches 
played on other than scheduled play dates. There was only one round (in September) which was 
completely rained out.  On March 28th, 35 brave souls battled the elements (cold and damp) as 
well as their opponents to play scheduled matches. The other 30 play dates had an average in 
excess of 81 players. 
 
LSGL membership is open to any male golfer 55 years of age or older. A member may sign up with 
another member to form a team or the officers of league will assist in forming teams. During the 
last half of the season, the league had 48 two men teams and 26 substitutes. The teams were 
divided into flights determined by the combined total handicaps of the teams at the beginning of 
each half of the season. Matches are played between two teams. Combined net scores of the 
teams are compared to determine the winners of the front nine, the back nine and the overall 
eighteen. Points are awarded for wins as well as attendance. Prizes are awarded to the three 
teams with the most accumulated points within each flight during each half of the season. The 
maximum points available for a team in either half of the season are 120.  
 
It is true that league rules do not conform to USGA rules of golf and are very generous, but 
comradeship is fostered amongst the team members and a good time is had by all.  Competition is 
not so serious or the winnings so great that the spirit of the game is lost.
